Approval of Agenda

Current Business 
· Lisa Bragg-Hurlburt reported in the Director Report that:
· Anderson Bridges has finished sandblasting and painting the rails for our wheelchair ramp. They'll reinstall the rails as weather permits, hopefully this winter yet. They do not plan to charge us anything for this work, so we will have plenty of money leftover from the ALA grant to have Andy DeMoe make us concrete steps and a new landing in the spring, Brett fix the park back up, and add a small wheelchair path into the park. 
· We have $1000 worth of grocery coupons, not $500, because another donor stepped forward to contribute to our ground beef/milk/eggs/bread cards for Kyle's. 
· Library programs for December include 8 Story Times, a Lego Club, Book Club, and a Family movie (Lilo and Stitch) on December 27. The Sandstone Shindig, a fundraiser for the Elevator, was this past Saturday. We plan to do an Open House for the building in February. 
· I'm (Lisa) applying for a $2000 grant to add large print juvenile books and more Vox talking books to our collection. This would be a Community Foundation of Dunn County grant. Jess recently applied for a grant from a guild of Mystery Writers. I believe that is a $1000 grant. 
· We've been thinking about doing a teen and/or pre-teen Book Club again, but, due to feedback from busy families, maybe we will have a teen and/ or pre-teen Craft Club instead. Just for socialization, arts, and STEM offering for older kids. Will do it with parental help.
· Lisa was approached by Wisconsin Milkweed Alliance about their harm reduction initiative, which would include a tabletop vending machine that could include a variety of harm reduction products.  Further discussion will be had.  No vote taken.
· Lisa got the scholarship to attend the conference in Minneapolis.
· Melissa Seehaver reported from the schools (reported emailed to Lisa and verbally shared by Lisa):
· First quarter movie celebration in the Cozy Theater for elementary students.
· Holiday concerts took place and were well attended.
· School is partnering with Culvers in Eau Claire and 10% of sales will go to the school.
· Elementary students are being introduced to a new internet search site called “pebble go”.  It will be installed on the library computers as well.
· Gary Stene reported from the Village Board that: 
· Someone bought the old nursing housing building.
· 15 acres south of the nursing home is being pursued to develop.
· Gary Stene reported from the County Board that:
· Amazon warehouse will be built at the Menomonie Industrial Park.
· Looking into zoning laws regarding building a Data Center.
· Open field near the Neighbors in Menomonie may be developed into a daycare center.
· Nancy Baumgartner reported for the Elevator Project: 
· Sweet Adalines had a concert to fundraise.  Funds have not been given yet.
· $164 in new donations this month.
· ~$3,000 left to meet the $40,000 donor match.
· Elevator funds are now in an interest bearing account, and made about $500 in interest this month.
· State Building Inspector has been scheduled to look at the basement, to see how much work needs to be done to make the space usable.
